Reading Economics for Pleasure
At various times during the school year, the student will be given an article to read. The student will then be required to turn in a written paper based on that article in the next class. The legibly written or word processed paper is to be a maximum one page (A4) in length with one inch margins and 12 point New Times Roman font and is to follow the guidelines below. 
1) Write in a few complete sentences the basic premise of the article, which is the main point that the author is trying to make. 

2) List the economic points made by the author in the article that support the basic premise. The use of complete sentences is not required.  An article usually has three or four economic points to support the basic premise, but then again it could have more or it could have less. Be judicious.
3) Turning in the assignment according to the instructions is worth five points.

4) Successfully completing the assignment according to points 1 and 2 above is worth fifteen points.

5) Therefore, the total value for each reading assignment is 20 points and will be recorded under the Homework and Quizzes category of the student’s assessment.

6) Feel free to write on and to highlight the articles, which are the student’s personal copies. Do not turn the article in to the teacher.
7) These articles may be used by the teacher as subject matter for tests or quizzes but are not able to be used by the student for Economic Connections Activities or Internal Assessment.

The format of the assignment is such that the student should be able to easily complete it and the teacher should be able to easily evaluate it.
The purposes of the assignment are to afford practice in reading economic articles in order to understand what the articles say and to provide real world examples that may be used in responding to exam questions.
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
