EAL (English as an Additional Language) ADMISSIONS

Students who come from bi-lingual or multi-lingual families may be required to complete our English as a Additional Language (EAL) screening.  The decision to screen for EAL is based on a combination of many factors including languages spoken in the home, age of the student, number of years at an English-language school, achievement levels, and official language of the student’s most recent country of residence. 
EAL Test Battery may include the following sub-tests:
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Grades 6 – 8 and 9 – 12

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EAL PREPARATION((
1. Work with an English-speaking tutor.

2. Begin with giving simple commands which students can follow, open the book, stand up, touch your toes, turn on the Lights etc.  Activities are the best way to begin until a student can converse.

3. Student gives commands to the teacher, then asks questions, and finally engages in conversation or discussion.

4. Develop the simple vocabulary of a children’s book through objects, actions, and pictures.  Later, use the vocabulary a student knows to teach the new words.

5. Write the new words on vocabulary cards for students to read.

6. Read the simple children’s book and practice pronunciation, intonation, and decoding.

7. Answer questions about the pictures and the story asked orally.

8. Answer questions about the pictures and the story in writing using the new vocabulary words and structures in the story.

9. Writing about a personal experience related to the story in the writing journal.  Spend adequate time developing the vocabulary and structure before the writing assignment.  Students may only list words at first, but later can use phrases, sentences and finally paragraphs.

10. Increase the difficulty of the reading as the student improves.  Students learn best on material that is a little too easy.

11. Talk into a tape recorder to practice speaking.

12. Listen to auditory cassette stories from a Native English Speaker or purchased from a bookstore.

13. Watch English Video and Television.  Listen to English Radio.
