Project Ideas

Individual

Improve your eco-habits: bring your own shopping bag, walk or bike to school, and look for ways to waste less. Get your parents and friends to make similar changes.
Family
Measure your family’s carbon footprint including electrical usage and travel (including flights). Make a plan how you can reduce that footprint.
Class
Take a tour around the classroom. What can be improved? Look for getting rid of pollutants, reducing energy waste, recycling recyclables, finding good use for trash.
School

Come up with an incentive scheme or knowledge campaign for teachers and students to keep doors closed rather than letting cool air escape.
Company or Organization

Convince a store to charge customers for plastic bags while selling re-usable bags at cost.
Community


Reclaim polluted land by cleaning up rubbish, sending recyclables for recycling, and educating the polluters on better behavior.
Country

Meet with decision-makers and tell them why you support environmental protection and what steps they can take for sustainable development. Applaud them for positive actions.
International

Write world leaders. Tell them you care about the environment and tell them what you want them to do differently or why you applaud their efforts.
