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Rules and Guidelines

1. Projects submitted after the due date will not be considered.

2. Projects must include a completed Project Self-Assessment. It is available at http://www.isb.ac.th/earth_award.

3. Projects submitted with proof of results (measurements, documentation, photos, and/or video) will score higher than those without strong supporting evidence. Winning projects are likely to include:

· Specifics with a journal of activities, contacts, and meeting dates.

· Preferably a video or photographic record of activities.

· Evidence of sustainability of and impact of the project.

4. A project must either compete for the ES, MS, or HS award, but not for more than one.

5. Any group size or combination of ISB students can submit a project.

6. An individual or group may be involved in more than one project.

7. The project will likely address at least one of these themes: recycle, reuse, renew, and rethink.

8. The project may be directed toward change (attitudes, behaviors, or policies): individual, family, school-wide, company, community, country, or international.

9. Families, companies, government contacts, non-governmental organizations, and other groups in the local and international communities may partner with students to help implement the project.

10. Projects may be presented to the media, so it is assumed consent is given by entering the contest.
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
